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The minimum graduation requirement is 128 credits, including mandatory 90 credits [comprising 8 credits for core competencies, 2 credits for physical
education, 16 credits for domain enrichment (including humanities, natural sciences, social sciences, and cultivation of broad knowledge -with at least one
elective course from each category), 4 credits for interdisciplinary learning, and mandatory professional 60 credits]. Elective credits must be at least 38 credits [
with a minimum number of 21 credits for professional electives].
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The regulations regarding the graduation requirements for English proficiency are implemented in accordance with the "Implementation Guidelines for the
English (Japanese) Graduation Thresholds for Undergraduate Programs at CTUST."
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Before graduation, students must obtain the qualifications as stipulated in the "Regulations for the Assessment and Implementation of Information Literacy
Graduation Qualifications" of our university, which includes obtaining the information-related certifications listed therein, in order to graduate.
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Accordance with the "graduation requirements for professional licenses in the Department of Healthcare Administration at Chungtai University of Science and
Technology ", students in the program must obtain a healthcare administration professional license during their studies in order to graduate.
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Foreign students need to take two courses,"Advanced Chinese (I)" and "Advanced Chinese (I1)" before graduation.
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Undergraduate students are required to complete relevant courses on academic ethics education in accordance with the 'Implementation Guidelines for
Academic Ethics Education Courses at the Central Taiwan University of Science and Technology. After completing the courses, students must submit their
performance to the respective instructors for grading.
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The professional elective modules are divided into two modules: Health Care Management and Hospital Operation Management. Students can choose any
course from either module.
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N Each academic year, the names of the Subprofessional Supplement(l) and Subprofessional Supplement(ll) of the course offered are decided by the Curriculum
Committee.
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Freshmen in their first semester are required to take the "Transition Course". (1 credit for 1 instructional hours)
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Passing the "Class Sustainable Management Course (1), and (I1)" will be recognized as "Interdisciplinary Learning" credits; passing the "Class Sustainable
Management Course (111), and (V)" can be recognized as "General Elective" credits.
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According to regulations, students must obtain credits for Class Sustainable Management Course (1), and (11)" or obtain the "Love School Service Certification"
before they can graduate.
